As a young man, Mr. Bates looked to three role models when deciding on a career
path. First was his father, Henry B. Bates, Jr., who had a successful career in the
United States Army that took the family around the world. The second was his mother,
Cleora J. Bates, who was Ivan’s greatest supporter while he was attending school. Last,
Mr. Bates was inspired by Justice Thurgood Marshall, a Baltimore native and skilled
civil rights attorney who became the first African American Supreme Court Justice.

Mr. Bates completed
his undergraduate studies at Howard University and attended William & Mary Law School
for his J.D. Mr. Bates was a proud recipient of many awards during his college years.

Mr. Bate’s State’s Attorney career has come full circle as he returns to the same office
where his law career began: his first post after passing the bar exam in 1995 was as an
Assistant State’s Attorney for Baltimore City. He was privileged to serve as a Law Clerk
for the Honorable Judge David B. Mitchell, who inspired and mentored him.

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he academic regalia worn at Commencement is

of medieval origin. The scholars of Bologna,

Salamana, Paris, Oxford, Cambridge, Louvain
and Heidelberg dressed in a manner to distinguish them-
selves from the merchants and other townspeople. Since
the 11th century, when the rise of the universities began,
“learned clerks” robed themselves in gowns, caps and

hoods, thus marking a difference between “town and gown.”

Each of the three academic degrees — bachelor’s, master’s,
and doctoral — has its own distinctive gown and hood.
The bachelor’s gown is distinguished by its long pointed
sleeve and is worn by community college graduates.

The gown for the master’s degree has a long, narrow
sleeve, and is open at the wrist. The doctoral gown has

a full, bell-shaped sleeve with three wide velvet bands.
The velvet trim may be black or a color which represents

the wearer’s field of study:

Gowns for the bachelor’s or master’s degrees are

untrimmed. The doctoral gown is the fullest and most
claborate, with velvet panels down its front. The velvet
panels have colors which are distinctive of the degree,

or the institution’s colors.

The master’s and doctorate degrees have distinctive hood

features with the color of the field of study on the outside.

The cap 1s used for all degrees. With the bachelor’s and
master’s degree, the tassel on the cap may be black or the
color of the field of learning. The tassel on the doctor’s cap

may be gold and is sewn to the fabric of the cap.
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ACADEMIC MACE

The Mace, which dates back to medieval time when it was used as a weapon, has become
a symbol of authority. Traditionally, colleges or universities design their Mace to symbolize
a theme or message that is central to their mission. The Mace is carried in all formal

academic processions in which the institution’s president participates.

The Mace first appeared in European universities during the fourteenth century and
represented the merger of two much older staff-like devices of similar length and shape.

These were the regal scepter and the medieval battle Mace.

In the fourteenth century, the royal scepter and the battle Mace were combined to produce
the ceremonial academic Mace. It was carried before royalty, mayors of cities, and chief

officers of the medieval universities.

The College’s brass seal is set on top of a walnut wood staff with engravable bronze rings.

PRESIDENT’S MEDALLION

The Medallion is a symbol of the Office of the President. It is suspended on an
antique brass chain which incorporates the names of the College’s past presidents on
its links. When the current president’s term ends, her name will be inscribed on the

unbroken chain of Baltimore City Community College’s former presidents.
